




The project got off to a terrific start! 
This 2-wheeled European adventure was launched in 
St-Malo on June 15th with a press conference and a first 
Steering Committee. All the partners will meet again on 
1st December in Exeter for the next Steering Committee 
meeting.

New planning work to develop more cycling paths 
in Cornwall
Separate from the CYCLE project, six projects in southwest 
England, all part of a Sustainable Rural Tourism programme, 
will share £18 million over the next three years. Some of the 
funding, most of which provided by the RDPE (Rural Deve-
lopment Programme for England) will go to the Cornwall 
Council’s “TRAC” programme (Tourism and Rural Access in 
Cornwall). The purpose of the project is to improve links to 
the Devon border, specifically through the construction of 
cycling paths and other off road trails. The ultimate aim is 
to enable users to travel between two of England’s most 
popular routes, the Camel and Tarka  trails, in a safe, traf-
fic free environment.  This will  help diversify the tourism 
facilities of the two counties, particularly, in the less tradi-
tional tourist ’hot spots’, create better access for all to the 
countryside and improve the health of users.

Visit of the UK infrastructures
The English partners and the Project Coordinator met on 
August 19 to review the progress of the project and, spe-
cifically, talk about the coordination of marketing-related 
activities on the British side of the project. This 2-day visit 
was an opportunity to visit the areas where project site pre-
paration work will soon be underway, including a site visit 
to Launceston and its steam railway train. 

Services evaluation in Côtes d’Armor 
Working with the district of Dinan, as part of the regional 
scheme “Brittany Etape Rando” (aiming to adapt and im-
prove services specifically to ramblers and cyclists ) a sur-
vey of accommodation facilities welcoming cyclists was 
conducted and a meeting with bicycle rental shop owners 
along the coastal route initiated. Fifteen accommodation 
providers were willing to join the scheme and offer the 
necessary facilities: bicycle shed, maps, luggage transfer, 
catering, check-in procedures and extra services 
In September, a networking event between the partici-
pants took place to exchange experiences and update 
them on the scheme. 

CYCLE comes out of the shade ! 
The CYCLE project was presented at the French Cycling 
Departments and Regions event on 23rd and 24th Sep-
tember and at the European Greenway Conference on 
10th May in Madrid. Our cross-border project was publi-
cly announced and gained a place among the current 
European cycling projects all aiming to achieve similar 
objectives. Some interesting contacts were established 
with other project holders and European associations such 
as  ECF (European Cyclist Federation) and the European 
Greenway Association.

News in brief…

The second Marketing Working Group meeting is due 
to take place in Pontorson on Thursday, October 28, 
2010. The agenda will include the identification of key 
routes through partner areas, referencing major tourist 
attractions and places of interest. Work on the project’s 
graphic identity will also be addressed, with roll-out 
planned by the end of the year.  An Internet portal, 
which will provide updates on the project, is expected 
to be on-line by spring 2011.

Live focus groups on Franco-British routes identified by 
the working group will be tested in spring 2011. Two 
types of routes are planned: routes meeting the needs 
of vacationers and those meeting the needs of endu-
rance bicycle touring. The focus groups will be made up 
of experts from associations in France and Sustrans in 
England. This effort will contribute to a marketing ini-
tiative to be conducted targeting three major markets: 
England, France and a Benelux country or Germany.
